Dear Dr. Calingasan,

I am writing to confirm the training schedule for the eight technical personnel to
work at the new Batangas hydroelectric plant that we have now completed. Their
arrival date is scheduled for November 10 in Tokyo. Six personnel will go through
the three-week program offered by the Japan Technical Development Organization,
a nonprofit organization funded by the Japanese government. The other two
personnel will take training at the Wada Pump Company in Saitama prefecture just
north of Tokyo.

Specialists in hydroelectric plant maintenance will teach the classes. Part of the
training will include visits to two Japanese hydroelectric plants operated by Tokyo
Electric Power where discussions will be conducted on crisis management, in
addition to practical, hands-on drill routines which are conducted on a monthly
basis at the plants. These drills are essential for developing a high alert response to
unknown problems.

Wada Pump will provide an in-depth course on inspection techniques to detect part
fatigue. This will require knowledge of sophisticated sensing equipment which has
already been installed in the new plant. Pump repair will also be covered. Wada will
send a technician to the plant at the end of January, one month after the beginning
of operation, to evaluate the effectiveness of the training and provide follow-up.

As was specified in the initial contract, all training expenses are covered. Your only
responsibility will be to provide for travel arrangements. We would ask that you
advise the personnel to bring some warm clothes, as the weather begins to get cool
at this time of year.

We look forward to this final phase of the project, and the start-up date of the new
plant.
